2. In response to Section 404 of WRDA 1996, the Los Angeles District initiated a limited 
reevaluation study of the relationship of t100ding in Nogales and nood Hows emanating in 
Mexico. This study evaluated two alternative methods of cost allocation based on the 
relationship ofnmoff emanating from Mexico. We understand that the Los Angeles District is 
revising the limited reevaluation report for Nogales, Arizona, to address policy compliance 
review comments on the document. The District should continue revising the report and 
pursuant to the authority provided in Section 302 of WRDA 2000, should determine project cost 
sharing on the basis that 100 percent of the costs associated with addressing t100d comro l 
problems in Nogales, Arizona, arising from ±1oodvvater t10ws originating in Mexico shall be 100 
percent Federal. Floodwater originating in the United States vvould be cost shared in accordance 
with Section 103 of WRDA 1986 as modified by Section 202 of WRDA 1996. 

3. To complete action on Section 404 of WRDA 1996, the revised limited reevaluation report 
will be submitted to Headquarter f()[, processing to Assist::mt Secretary of the Army for Civil 
Works and then to the Congress.
